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What’s the scoop on …

Canada Food Stats


What is it?

This is a compendium of reports and statistics on food consumption, nutrition, supply and demand, prices, and on the food industry.  Produced by Statistics Canada’s Agriculture Division and Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada, Canada Food Stats has been released through both the DSP and the DLI.  Two releases are anticipated annually with new and revised estimates. 

When would I use it?

This product is a good reference tool as well as a statistical source.  There are 67 reports in PDF format from a variety of sources on food consumption, nutrition and the food industry. 

Are you concerned with food insecurity? Does food disappearance fascinate you?  This product also allows users to extract data from the 3871 series in the database.  You can now easily export time series data on vegetable disappearance or average retail price for one kilogram of bananas, to import into a spreadsheet package. 

 What do I need to use it?

You should have an IBM Pentium I PC compatible or better; Microsoft Windows 95 operating system or higher; 32 MB of RAM; CD-ROM reader; 100MB of hard disk space; VGA or higher resolution monitor.  The Readme file appears as the first document during installation and it is worth printing out prior to installing this product.  The key oddity with this product is that Food Stats needs to know that you have accepted the Adobe license.  So, before opening Food Stats for the first time, open Acrobat Reader on your machine. You can then close the reader as the pdf files will be viewed from within Food Stats thereafter.  Note that the uninstall program is a little kooky in that you have to uncheck the dialogue box for procedure to begin

How do I use it?

I.  For the Seasoned Data Wrestler

You cannot access the files directly from the CD-ROM but, once installed, users can chose to work with the Excel tables or the PDF documents in the subdirectories for the program and bypass the user interface.  It’s an option…

II.  For the Occasional Use/Occasional User:
The user interface Is fairly straightforward, consisting of three modules: the introductory module and two primary access modules, one for accessing the reports, and the other for locating and extracting data.

Working with Reports:  

To view reports, click on the REPORT tab and select a subject area. Note that there is no searching mechanism for information in the reports.  It is a “scroll and pick” process only. From the list of titles, double-click on the title to launch Adobe Acrobat and view the report.  
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Table-based reports, such as the nutrient reports, can be exported in Excel format.
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Note that these tables include the original data (the report rounds to two decimal points) and large tables will automatically print on legal-sized paper unless you change the specifications within Excel.

Extracting Data:

To extract data, select the QUERY tab.  There are four steps in performing a query: 

Step 1.  Identify the series of interest by
a)  selecting subject, or 

b)  using the keyword search; 

Step 2:  Identify the geography, and 

Step 3:  Select the series date(s) and frequency.  

Step 4:  View or extract data

Sounds simple, right?  There are some tips to keep in mind with the query function, however.  

STEP 1 (a)  Identifying the Series: Subject approach:

Chose a subject and select a series from the subcategories—or select all series and scroll through available titles.
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It is only when your query fails that you will discover that there is no data at the provincial level. Most files exist at the federal level, but only a limited number are available at the provincial level.  Use the “Series Info” button to discover geographical levels available prior to selecting series.--  
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 TIP:  Use the Series Info button if you need provincial level data!

STEP 1(b)  Identifying the Series: Keyword approach:
Click on the Keyword Search Tab and type in the keyword.  Note that there is no Boolean searching option with this interface.  Note also that the search automatically truncates the search so that you retrieve both apples and pineapples, but you cannot ask for bananas too.
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Step 2:  Identify the geography

If you need provincial information and do not feel like checking the series information for each series selected, there is a way to circumvent the failed search problem.  Chose both Canada and the province; if thee is data for the province, it will display on the spreadsheet. If not, you’ll at least have Canadian information.
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Step 3:  Identify the Date and Frequency

Pick the date(s) needed, remembering that for some series, there can be as many as 40 years of data, and specify the frequency you would like, if appropriate.  Click on the OK button. Annual files cannot be broken down by month, but monthly files can be rolled up into annual data.
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How do you know whether your data are annual or monthly?  When you are selecting the series you need, the Series Info button will give you frequency information.

Step 4: Viewing and Exporting Results:

With series, geography and dates selected, click on the Show Data button to view the results of your query. 
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 An Excel spreadsheet will open and, in this instance, you can see that only files at the nation level were available. 
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Beautiful, n’est-ce pas?  

Close the screen by clicking on the X .  At this point, you can either modify your query, or export the data. 

To export the file, click on the Export button once you have closed the screen view window.  A dialogue box will open, allowing you to select a directory in which to save the file and provide a filename.
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Close the program by clicking on the Exit button, and you will find the data saved as an Excel 2.0 document in your designated sub-directory.  You can now manipulate the data to your heart’s content!

Where do I get more information?

The DLI List, of course!

Users can, however, get content-specific help by returning to the main screen and clicking on the Introduction Tab.  Selecting “Contacts” for further information.
