Questions for the DLI Team

1.  Is it possible to get statistics details on availability of health care services by language of service (French/English) in New Brunswick?

2.  It does appear that certain features of the commercial product are not available as part of the DLI product (e.g. the mapping feature in Canadian Business Patterns). Why is this? I had some initial problems with installing the product, but the service provided by the librarians and Stat Can was excellent in this regard.

3.  I am wondering what the criteria are for including data under the DLI. Why are some publications from the same Stats Can source and series available only for a fee? (A 1999 publication I am currently looking for is available for $26.00)

4. 5.  I have a masters student doing a thesis and could use data on skills training in Canadian prisons, as preparation for outside employment. Can you help -"Does skills training for inmates prevent recitivism?"

6.  The locals health boards are also anxious for whatever data they can get their hands on.

Local health boards are not entitled to use data under DLI but the Health Division has, in the past, worked closely with regional health boards and may be able to help directly.

7.  I feel that there is definite use of the statistics but we have the potential to use more.  I am particularly interested in learning about what resources/data, etc. you would feel would be most useful for students in a undergraduate institution.

8.  There have been some students doing some market research for business projects.  Mostly, they are looking for consumer spending statistics.  I just had a student who wanted the average household expenditure on car repairs for Halifax Regional Municipality.  The best I could find for her was on the CANSIM site.  “Nova Scotia: Maintenance and repair for owned and leased automobiles and trucks/vans.  Average expenditures (dollars)(Annual, 1997-2001).  It wasn’t easy to find and then, of course, it wasn’t free!  There was a $3.00 charge.  I could not find it anywhere else i.e. the DLI collection.

9. A faculty member asked me if he could locate any data which would show that the amount of government funding for the smaller theatre companies was increasing relative to the amount of funding to larger companies (e.g. Neptune).  I told him tha tI thought it unlikely that this data would be available unless it was anonymized—i.e. so that it was not possible to identify a specific theatre.  I haven’t had time to do anything with this except to look through some issues of Culture Statistics without success.

10. What about ACMLA (conflict in timing with IASSIST) training?

11.  Who can apply for funding for Ottawa—and when does this group have its next training session?
