What is it?

As the title suggests, this product consists of university tuition and living costs for Canadian universities in EXCEL format:


(University tuition fees for full-time Canadian students (range by faculty)


(University tuition fees for full-time Foreign students  (range by faculty)

(Additional fees for full-time students (Athletics, health services, student association)

(Living accommodation costs at residences (room, board, room & board)

The DLI site currently has files for 1993/94 to 2003 (containing 2003/04 statistics).  

When would I use it?

This is a commonly requested piece of information by students, faculty and administration alike (though there are other sources of information for some of these statistics) and it is currently only available for those outside DLI by custom tabulations.  All that the user needs is MS Office and they should be able to open and use the files.

What do I need to know about it?

These are standard tables that were previously available in Statistics Canada print publication 81-219 (1966/67-1993/94).   Do not neglect to download the footnotes; they indicate, for example, that at the University of Prince Edward Island, athletic fees have been replaced by an administration fee that also includes fees for inter-library loans.

Information that was in the print publication but which is not on the DLI site includes the university tuition fee price index, and contact information for each university for tuition and living accommodation costs.  Background information on higher education programs and policies which had been included in the print publication is also missing.  This is one of the products from the Education Division, who are currently revamping their data management and dissemination strategy.  Some of these statistics may migrate or appear in different formats in the future.

Where do I get more information?

The 2003 questionnaire is also available on the DLI site, but this is very much a “what you see is what you get” type of product.
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
