User Guides and Reference Sources




What are they?
We all know them when we see them: publications, thematic sites, working papers, classifications and other sources of information that help us to answer methodological questions such as how the low income cut-offs are calculated, when to use Labour Force Survey data or the Survey of Employment, Payrolls and Hours, and what Input/Output tables are.

When would you use them?  

We use these publications any time we have a user who wants to know how a value is calculated, or who needs sufficient information to know if their proposed use is suitable to the data or statistics involved.  Because our work takes us from statistics to data and back again, we often need more than the survey codebook when working through a reference question.  User guides and reference sources, where available, provide both precision (as in the case of guides to price indexes) and breadth (as is the case of the guides to transportation data.

What do they look like?

Many user guides and reference sources are embedded in our much beloved Definitions, Data Sources and Methods site   However, they lurk everywhere.  They exist as internet-only documents, print-only documents, and as fee/free downloadable PDF files—if you can find them.  Common sightings are as:

· Working papers:  from virtually every branch and division (income and expenditure accounts technical series, geography working papers, pension & wealth research paper series),

· Classification background documents: such as the 1997 historical revision of the CSNA

· Indexes and measures reference documents

· Thematic publications or web sites (SNA, Business)

· Survey reference documents

The titles do not always indicate the richness of content.  One of the most useful 2001 census references had no title page at all.

What do I need to know about them?

Reference/User Guides for Surveys:  

If you are looking for user guides associated with a particular survey, the alphabetic list of surveys on the Definitions, Data Sources and Methods web page is an appropriate starting place.  
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Be alert when reviewing the detailed survey information.  Many of the links have hypertext links from words like “additional documentation”, rather than from a more descriptive phrase such as Modifications to the UCR Incident-Based Survey UCR2.1.   

It is useful to realize that the quality of the linked document may vary tremendously.  Under the Uniform Crime Report in the IMDB, the document on legislative influences has no title page or date, making it a challenge to cite properly.  

Topical or statistical guides:  
Useful user guides and reference sources are not all linked to the appropriate surveys on the Definitions, Data Sources and Methods web pages. 

Since we first talked about the richness of the reference materials in Statistics Canada, they have added the subject of “Reference” to the listing under “Finding Statistics by Subject” on  Statistics Canada’s home page. 

Do not forget to check the Learning Resources section of the Statistics Canada site as well.  There are a lot of tutorials for statistical literacy using Statistics Canada data under the teaching materials link: http://www.statcan.ca/english/kits/teach.htm.  And there is a growing collection of reference material on the DLI web pages under the Training Repository.  We are all in this together!
What else?
The list of user guides and reference tools will never be complete or comprehensive.  There are busy workaholics throughout the nooks and crannies of Tunney’s Pasture who are engaged in the never-ending task of trying to explain their world to others—but they do not always make it apparent what they are doing. 

Because we reviewed classification sources in a previous DLI workshop, the following gives a sampling of what else is out there, above and beyond the documentation on classifications used by Statistics Canada.

The guide explains the relationship between the Aboriginal Peoples Survey and the 2001 Census and cautions users as to important differences in the data produced from the two sources. A list of products is also included.

Optional content to the Canadian Community Health Survey was negotiated by some provinces or territories and for some health regions

GSS: General Social Survey: an Overview ( 89F0115XIE) Issued 2004.This document provides a comprehensive reference to the information available from the General Social Survey
