Options to access Statistics Canada data

If access to a product via the DLI is declined under the DLI License, there are many other ways to access that you can suggest to your users.  There may be more than one route that applies to your situation.

1. Use suggestions provided by the DLI Unit.  

In the case of book publishing, Marie-Claire may provide contact information for the people who work with book publishing within Statistics Canada. They are usually glad to help.

2.
Review the decision with the user.

Talk to your user about the design of their research.  Do they really need every single occupation by every single religious variable?  Can they work with a different level of geography?  Can they change their thesis statement to reflect the nature of the data?  

2. Place an appeal with the DLI. 
If you feel the request for data should be approved under the DLI Data Acquisition and Use Agreement, and the decision was not favourable, contact the DLI to place an appeal on the decision. Additional information will be required to clarify the situation. 
3. Contact the division directly to get permission. 
If the researcher/student receives written permission to use a data set from the author division directly, the DLI contact can provide them with the dataset. 
4. Buy the dataset. 
Contact your Regional Statistics Canada Office to purchase the data set. 
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5. Contact Is what you need available through another channel?  

The DSP is available to anyone using a DSP library, and E-STAT is available for many K-12 educational programs for example.  Outside Statistics Canada, there are other programs have data that will fit the research needs. 
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
